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Our World

This half term, our work in Year 1 will be based on the theme of “Our World”. This will involve exploring our local area and looking at the features found in our
environment. They will also look at the seasonal changes in nature and around us, as we move from Autumn to Winter. The children will continue to work on
developing their phonics skills and will continue to share other books and stories. The children will finish the term with a special ‘Christmas themed’ DT week.

In English ...
the children will produce writing
which includes longer sentences
using capital letters and full stops
correctly. They will read and
recite various poems and will
have a go at writing their own
poetry. The main focus will
continue to be on developing the
children’s phonics skills and on
using correct letter formation
throughout all of their writing.

In Science ...
the children will use the local
environment to explore what
happens to the trees and plants as
the days grow shorter and the
seasons change. We will also be
looking at how our clothing
changes as well as the changes we
can see in the natural world.

In Computing ...
the children will use 2Paint on
Purple Mash to develop their
understanding of a range of
tools used for digital painting.
