Understanding of the World

We will be comparing different 

countries to our own, specifically the 

polar regions in which the books are set. 

We will be talking about differences and 

noticing changes along the way.

Key questions to ask are: 
What do you think this is? 
Why do you think this? 

Expressive Arts and Design

Develop model making skills, discovering 

different ways to connect things; glue, tape, 

treasury tags. Draw with increasing complexity, 

using a variety of tools and 

Engage in music making and enjoying listening 
to different styles of music.

Physical Development

We continue to use ‘Dough Disco’ and ’Squiggle while 

we Wiggle’ to develop hand strength. 

PE for Acorns 3 and 4 focuses on sending  and 
receiving objects with control

PE is on Thursdays for Acorns 3 and 4. Communication and Language

We will be continuing to practise our 

listening skills during circle times.

We will use new vocabulary from the 

stories we hear.

We will encourage children to express a 

point of view and discuss when they 

disagree with something. 

Maths  

Develop fast recognition of up to 3 

objects (without counting)

Notice and correct an error in a 

repeating pattern. Make our own 

repeating patterns.

Continue to develop subitising and counting skills

Explore the composition of numbers – how can I make 
5? Work on number bonds to 5.

Connect quantities to numerals

Reinforce simple pattern making and knowledge of 2D 
shapes.

Literacy 
Our main text for Acorns 1 and 2 
is ‘Naughty Penguins’ This book 
has beautiful illustrations and 
lovely vocabulary. 

Acorns 3 and 4 will be enjoying the 
exploits of Jonty Gentoo and will use the 
non-fiction book Blue Planet 2 to 
support our learning. We will be 
securing  our phonics skills by giving 
meaningful, purposeful and  varied 
opportunities to write.

What you can do to support your child this half term:
• Please ensure ALL your child’s clothing is clearly labelled with their 
name, especially jumpers/cardigans. This gives them a chance to find their own 
belongings.
• Enjoy a range of fiction and non-fiction books with your child and ask them to 
predict what will happen next in stories using pictures and the text.
• Acorns 3 and 4 only: Talk about your child’s school reading book and record 
comments in their reading diary. Please send books back to school each day so we 
can change books and also listen to your child read. We will hear your child 
read one to one, at least once a week in addition to their reading in our daily 
small group phonics sessions.
